OLD BUSINESS

1. Joyce Wallace reported on three certificates of deposit that West Greeley Conservation District has purchased from Farmers State Bank, Ault, Colorado for $95,000 each. Joyce also explained interest rates and insurance on varying accounts at Farmers State Bank.  Money market accounts are allowed three withdrawals per month without penalty, with interest rate of 1.75% on $150,000 balance and higher.

2. Joyce Wallace reported on small acreage workshop conducted at Island Grove Park on August 22, 2009.  The workshop was facilitated by Ellen Nelson, West Greeley Conservation District, Conservation, Education Technician and Jennifer Cooke, Small acreage Management Coordinator for NRCS/CSU Extension. The workshop was attended by 33 people; topics covered included, pasture management, composting and vermin-composting, dormant season seeding, and fall weed control. Another small acreage workshop is scheduled for November 7, 2009 and the 2010 Farm Show.

3. Joyce Wallace reported on Senator Bennett’s clean energy summit in Fort Morgan, CO, sponsored by Farmer’s Union.

4. Joyce Wallace reported on Green Infrastructure Workshop plan and development, open space conservation.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS

1. Joyce Wallace reported on money market and checking account information at Farmers Bank, Ault CO.

2. Joyce Wallace reported on tree planter progress. WGCD won the bid on the tree planter from Laramie Conservation District. Todd Patterson will pick up tree planter and deliver it to Hugh Pope, who has been hired to build the tree planter.
NEW BUSINESS

1. Joyce Wallace explained the Weld County preliminary valuation of certification for 2010 budget.
2. Joyce Wallace, Lenny Simpson and Richard Foose discussed Colorado Foundation for Agriculture sponsorship.  Joyce is allowed to approve $300 without prior board approval and will do so in this case.
3. CSU 4-H sponsorship Since there is a time crunch, Lennard Simpson and Richard Foose said they were for the approval of $2,000 for the 4-H program and Joyce called Jim Curtis who gave his approval as well.
4. Joyce Wallace, Lennard Simpson and Richard Foose discussed Washington County Conservation District range judging sponsorship donation.  A $300 donation was decided on since Joyce could approve that amount without prior board approval.
5. Joyce Wallace reported on request for donation to CACD Annual convention and sponsorship. Joyce reported that last year’s donation sponsored a break and suggested  this year WGCD do a Gold sponsorship of $1,000 which includes, booth space, one free registration, advertising in Colorado Conservator, CACD membership, Colorado Conservator subscription, ad and link to CACD website, and sponsorship plaque.  Lennard Simpson thought this was a good idea and suggested that we do that.  Tentative approval for this sponsorship was given and it will be finalized at the October board meeting.
6. Joyce Wallace reported that USPW meeting would be held on September 15, 2009 in Agate Co. Joyce Wallace, Richard Foose, Pam Wright, Ellen Nelson and Todd Patterson planned to attend.

7. Joyce Wallace explained as information only a resolution to be presented at USPW meeting.
8. Joyce Wallace will approve 20 range exclusion cages to be purchased for NRCS since it is within the $350 limit Joyce can approve without prior board approval.
9. Approval to post budget hearing will be tabled until October 2009 board meeting.
10. Approval of tree sale mailings was tabled until October 2009 board meeting.
NRCS REPORT

1. Ray Mowery reported that NRCS has completed 2009 EQIP funding with 13 contracts for $608,062.00. All high ranking applicants got funded. A number of applicants have been deferred to 2010.None of Grassland Reserve Program applications funded. One applicant in the southern part of the state received all of this year’s funds for Colorado. The new CSP is off to a slow start. State wide there were fewer than ten applications. CSP sign-up is continuous and the nest batching will be for 2010 acres.  This will allow NRCS and producers to get a better understanding of the program.
