OLD BUSINESS

1. Joyce Wallace reported that West Greeley Conservation District paid $300 sponsorship to Colorado Foundation for Agriculture.

2. Joyce Wallace reported that West Greeley Conservation District paid $2000 to support CSU 4-H program.  Donation was approved via phone calls to West Greeley Conservation District Board of Supervisors.

3. Joyce Wallace reported that West Greeley Conservation District will do a $300 sponsorship for Washington County Conservation District range judging.
4. Joyce Wallace reported that twenty range inclusion cages will be purchased for under $350 for NRCS.

5. Richard Foose, reported on USPWS meeting in Agate, CO. Richard Foose reported that West Greeley Conservation District staff and he attended the USPWS meeting. Richard Foose reported that attendance was noticeably down this meeting.  Joyce Wallace reported that resolution was not resolved at the meeting.  Resolution is to be addressed independently. 

6. Joyce Wallace reported on the Chamber Ag tour, attended by herself, Stan Cass and Ellen Nelson. Joyce feels that the tour was a good to connect with people.  There has been discussion as to having the tour every year as opposed to every other year.  CSU new College Ag Director was in attendance.
7. Joyce Wallace reported that West Greeley Conservation District has received Direct Assistance payment of $7000 from State of Colorado.
8. Joyce Wallace reported that Todd Patterson, Field Technician and Ellen Nelson, Conservation/Education Technician for West Greeley Conservation District attended the Big Thompson river cleanup September 26, 2009. They used riparian trailer for educational purposes at the river cleanup.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS

1. Joyce Wallace reported that CACD sponsorship. Lennard Simpson suggested a sponsorship of $1000 at September 2009 board meeting, need board approval, tabled until October 2009 board of Supervisor meeting.  Richard Foose moved to approve $1000 sponsorship, Lennard Simpson seconded, motion passed.

2. Joyce Wallace reported on tree sale mailing.  Mailing will go out October 15, 2009 to approximately 22000 less addressees this year, with an approximate price of $9900.  Lennard Simpson moved to approve tree mailing, John Leone seconded, motion passed.

3. Joyce Wallace reported on opening money market account and interest bearing checking account at Farmers Bank. Joyce Wallace reported that two transfers per month can be made from money market to interest bearing checking without penalty.  District can have more than $250000 in one bank as long as the state will back government accounts; State requires that public funds are backed by financial institution.  Lennard Simpson moved to open money market account and interest bearing checking account at Farmers Bank, John Leone seconded, motion passed.

4. Joyce Wallace gave update on tree planter building progress.  Hugh Pope is in process of building planter.  Bids will be taken from Hugh Pope and Ken Dahlgren for mulch layer construction.  Joyce Wallace to give update at next board meeting

NEW BUSINESS

1. Joyce Wallace presented proposed budget review.  October 13, 2009 Board of Supervisors meeting will be the opportunity to review 2010 budget and ask questions.  Budget hearing notice will be posted October 15, 2009 for November 9, 2009.If no changes are made to budget, it may be voted on November 9, 2009, if changes are needed budget voted on for adoption December 14, 2009.Joyce Wallace reported that $55,000 for field equipment for 2010 is in the event that a new trailer is purchased.  If trailer is not purchased amount can be changed. Lennard Simpson questioned what unrestricted reserve is on budget; Joyce Wallace explained that is the estimated tax income for 2009. Joyce Wallace explained that emergency reserve is the amount Districts are required under the Tabor law. Joyce Wallace explained that the $60,000 for matching grant on the budget is in the event that the matching grant is approved.  Joyce Wallace would like to add $20,000 if the District gets the grant. Joyce Wallace would like to spend monies in year 2009 for purchase of a vehicle and trailer. Joyce Wallace suggested if purchased in 2009 District should pay cash. Joyce Wallace explained mainstream of accounts on budget suggested by accountants to eliminate confusion of budget accounts. Lennared Simpson moved to publish notice of hearing, John Leone seconded, motion passed.

2. Joyce Wallace, presented proposal that West Greeley Conservation District do mowing service in conjunction for reseeding customers. John Leone moved to accept, Richard Foose seconded, motion passed.
3. Joyce Wallace presented need to replace gooseneck trailer.  Supervisors said to get bids for trailer and will address at November board meeting.
4. Joyce Wallace requested $400 speaker fee for small acreage workshop speaker Kathy Voth.  Lennard Simpson moved to approve, Richard Foose seconded, motion passed.

5. Joyce Wallace, presented request for Ag Water Sponsorship, Lennard Simpson moved to approve $500, Richard Foose seconded, motion passed.
6. Joyce Wallace requested sponsorship for Colorado High Plains No Til Conference, John Leone moved to approve $100, Lennard Simpson seconded, Stanley Cass opposed, motion passed
7. Joyce Wallace requested NACD sponsor ship money.  Past sponsorship was $750, Richard Foose moved to approve $750 sponsorship, Lennard Simpson seconded, motion passed.

8. Joyce Wallace requested money for CACD for door prizes, silent auction items, Director Registration, raffle tickets, and to pay for Legislators banquet tickets.  Lennard Simpson moved to approve maximum of $500 plus registration for Supervisors that wanted to attend, Stanley Cass seconded, motion passed. .

9. Joyce Wallace presented need for ArcView update, John Leone moved to approve, Lennard Simpson seconded, motion passed.

NRCS REPORT

1. Ray Mowery reported that NRCS ended the first round of CSP signup on September 30, 2009.  There were 514 applicants State wide with the majority in Northern Colorado which Ray Mowery thought was prompted by an earlier signup program and waiting for another signup opportunity.  There were six applicants in the Greeley office. CSP signup opportunity was presented to producers via newspaper, radio and NRCS calling producers they thought may be eligible. EQIP program continues to take signups. Ray Mowery reported that the State is considering reprioritizing of resources concerns. Ray Mowery will be holding meetings to gather necessary information as to what is priority.  West Greeley Conservation District Board of Supervisors are encouraged to attend such meetings. Ray Mowery reported that Forest Service has taken over as their leasing agent.  Forest Service would like to be north of Greeley with a need of indoor and outdoor storage of 18000 square feet and 2000 square feet of office space.
