John Leone moved to approve October 2009 meeting minutes, Richard Foose seconded, motion passed.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

OLD BUSINESS
1. Joyce Wallace reported on West Greeley Conservation District accounts at Framers Bank, Ault CO.  Farmers Bank will be installing a deposit machine in the District office November 24, 2009, alleviating the need to drive to the bank in Ault to make deposits.  
2. Joyce Wallace reported on South Platte Water Forum she attended in October, 2009 in Longmont, CO. Joyce reported that the SPWF was well attended and felt that it was a good networking opportunity for WGCD. The Lower South Platte Watershed plan was showcased at the Forum.  She also addressed the issue that the SPWF needs to address other issues other than those of Denver
3. Joyce Wallace reported on the Colorado Weed Network. A statewide program that Conservation Districts have been asked to be a part of. The DOW, Denver and a network of organizations will be addressing different types of weed program as a cooperative effort.  Turkey Creek Conservation District and Pueblo County gave presentations on what they are doing to combat weeds as a cooperative effort. Joyce Wallace has spoken with Todd Patterson about offering services addressing weeds in the District. Todd Patterson is going to head that up in the office.  Joyce Wallace and Todd Patterson will work out logistics of what they are going to do to control noxious weeds not just kochia. Ray Mowery stated that District has addressed this before and that it turned out to be an administrative challenge. Richard Foose and Stan Cass explained the issues with having producers do work themselves and charging the District for every small thing.  Joyce Wallace addressed the issue of Weld County; and it was noted that they have a shell of program now, as to weed control. District will evaluate all issues.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

4. Joyce Wallace reported on the budget.  $30,000 will be moved from Education to Cost Share programs on budget. John Leone moved to approve the 2010 budget with the noted change.  Richard Foose seconded, motion passed.
5. Todd Patterson reported on trailer bids.  John Leone moved to purchase Max-air trailer, Richard Foose seconded, motion passed. The District will advertise the old trailer at Max-Air and try to sell it there. If there is no success there the District will put it out for sealed bid.

6. Joyce Wallace gave tree sale update.  Approximately 70 people RSVP’d to attend the tree planting workshop on November 7, 2009.  Speakers for the workshop were Ellen Nelson, Jennifer Cook, Ray Mowery, Stu McFarland, and Mike Hughes. The District will be doing another tree workshop at the 2010 Farm Show. 

7. Bids for construction of a mulch layer were presented.   Ken Dahlgren bid was $3336, Hugh Pope bid was $8000.  John Leone moved to approve Ken Dahlgren bid, Richard Foose seconded, motion passed with permission to hold an additional $6000 for unexpected costs as Dahlgren progresses.

NEW BUSINESS

1. Board of Supervisors voted on 2009 Poster Contest entries.

2. Joyce Wallace gave update on 2010 annual meeting.  The meeting will be either February 4, 2010, of February 11, 2010.  The location has not been determined.  Joyce Wallace reported on caterers, no final decision has been made.

3. Joyce Wallace presented a request for paint and repairs on tree planter with Hugh Pope.  Richard Foose moved to approve $900 for planter improvements, John Leone seconded, motion passed.

4.  Joyce Wallace gave update on Sunshine Law, for informational purposes only.  Meeting notices will be posted in three public places, NRCS office, Area office, Extension office and Sean Conway’s office. Monthly Board Meeting shall be recorded and kept forever.  Closed sessions shall be recorded and kept for 90 days.  Requests for closed session recording must be accompanied by a court order within 90 days.

5. Joyce Wallace explained the uses for the two safes the District has.  One safe is for financial information, one is for building information.

6. Richard Foose request for addition to agenda, regarding Ag Water Summit.  Joyce Wallace reminded Supervisors that the District is sponsoring the Ag Water summit. Richard Foose suggested the District send a Supervisor to the Ag Water Summit. Stanley Cass moved that Lennard Simpson attend the Ag Water Summit, Richard Foose seconded, motion passed.

7. Joyce Wallace request for addition to agenda regarding employees’ health insurance.  Joyce Wallace explained that moving health policy from Fort Collins to Greeley is a better plan including a health savings plan which is a better insurance coverage program for employees . The plan will cost less than $6000 additional per year.  John Leone moved to accept, Richard Foose seconded, motion passed.
