APPROVAL OF January 2010 MINUTES


Lennard Simpson moved to approve January 2010 meeting minutes with changes that Lennard Simpson was not in attendance at the January 2010 board meeting, John Leone seconded, with said changes motion passed.
APPROVAL OF JANUARY 2010 TREASURES REPORT

Richard Foose questioned employee mileage on balance sheet for January 2010. Joyce Wallace explains that the employee mileage is for employees using their own vehicles for travel.  This month most of that was for her driving her own vehicle. It was further discussed by Simpson, Leone that that seemed like a reasonable compensation for the travel she does and they did not see a problem with it.  It was brought up that it was probably cheaper to pay the mileage than drive one of the district trucks. Wallace also explains that F250 would be the next logical vehicle to use, however it has issues with the stabilizer rods on the front end and does not travel down the open highway very easily.  She explained that they did have the vehicle looked at by the local Ford dealer and they did do some work on it, but they felt the high mileage and use of the vehicle limited the amount of work they can do. Curtis suggests the F250 be taken to Louie’s Alignment for diagnosis and repairs if applicable. Cass agrees that truck needs repair, Wallace will have Todd look into it.

OLD BUSINESS

1. CD purchase at Advantage Bank, Joyce Wallace reported that the CD at Advantage Bank has been rolled into new two year CD.

2. NACD Annual Meeting Report, Joyce Wallace gave an update on the NACD annual meeting that she attended in Orlando Florida
3. High Plains No-Till Conference report, Ray Mowery of NRCS and Todd Patterson of WGCD attended the conference in Burlington, CO. Mowery reported that attendance was large this year, programs were informative, and that WGCD sponsorship was mentioned at the conference.
4. Farm Show Report, Joyce Wallace reported that traffic this year was up at Farm Show.  The booth was shared with NRCS and FSA creating a space issue.  Next year the District will rent two booths.

2. Tree Sale Update, Joyce Wallace reported that tree sales is at approximately 75 orders, not sure of dollar amount at this time.  Tree sales should increase in the Months of February and March as final date for sales draws near.

3. NRCS OCR compliance report update, Joyce Wallace reported that pipes have been covered in restrooms, water fountain has been repaired, and that parking lot painting bids have been received and that painting will be tabled until March meeting.  Lenny Simpson moved to approve, John Leone seconded, motion passed.

4. Annual meeting update, Joyce Wallace reminded Supervisors of Annual Meeting at Evans Event Center on February 11, 2010 at 6:00 pm.
5. Central Water Conservation District Education Specialist/Bookkeeper position, Joyce Wallace reported that to date there have been approximately 75 applications for the District Clerk position. Wallace also reported that CCWCD will fund $13,000 to WGCD for Community Outreach/Education and Programming Technician position, Wallace will meet with CCWCD Board of directors on February 16, 2010 to discuss position and for their final approval.
6. Next Media Bankruptcy, Joyce Wallace explained that WGCD had been offered 75% of payment for 2010 on sign rent.  Lennard Simpson moved to accept offer, John Leone seconded, motion passed.
7. Striping Parking lot and handicap signs, Leone will look at lot and report at March board meeting. Simpson moved to table until March, Cass seconded motion passed.
NEW BUSINESS
1. CACD annual dues, Stan Cass moved to approve $1000 for CACD annual dues, John Leone seconded, motion passed.
2. USDA, NRCS, CSCB, WGCD Cooperative Working Agreement, Lennard Simpson moved to table until next board meeting, Richard Foose seconded, motion passed.
3. Rekeying locks option, John Leone moved to have locks rekeyed, Stan Cass seconded, motion passed.
4. Request from Forest Service to store pipe, Forest Service requested that WGCD store pipe at the shop on HWY 392.  Lennard Simpson moved to store pipe inside of shed, Stan Cass seconded, motion passed.

5. Senate Bill 98 update, Joyce Wallace reported that bill was submitted to Legislature and that it would help fund Conservation Districts.  Movements against the bill were coming from the County Commission, Inc., and DOLA.
6. Air Quality partnership grant with Department of Agriculture, Joyce Wallace reported on grant that Department of Ag is applying for to address air quality issues in Rocky Mountain National Park.  Department of Ag would like to partner with a conservation District that they could run the grant through. The position would be covered by Department of Ag collecting and monitoring data. District would host that person supplying floor space and supervision.

7. Assist CSCB with District Manager training for web site development, Joyce Wallace reported that Mark Cronquist has asked Wallace to assist with training District Manager in developing their own District’s websites.  Training will occur in the future.
