OLD BUSINESS

1. CCWCD final agreement, Joyce Wallace reported that CCWCD funding $13,000, to support Pam Wright’s position for one year. Joyce Wallace, Pam Wright, Kathy Parker and Tom Cech will meet on March 10, 2010 to review MOU between the District and CCWCD.

2. Interviews for District Clerk, introduce new clerk, Joyce Wallace reported that five interviews were conducted for District Clerk position. The position was offered to Kandee Nourse and she accepted.

3. Colorado Ag Air Symposium, Joyce Wallace reported that she, Wayne Reiger, and Ray Mowery attended the Symposium at Ardec . The meeting was regarding a possible grant from the Department of Agriculture to monitor emissions from feed lots and large dairies regarding nitrogen deposition in Rocky Mountain National Park.
4. Rekeying the locks, Joyce Wallace reported that the locks on the building have been rekeyed
5. Senate Bill 98 update, Joyce Wallace reported that Senate Bill 98 has changed to include only public lands. It has moved from putting monies into Districts to counties for programs to fight weeds on public grounds.  Districts may apply for funds if they desire.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

1. CRP cost share, Joyce Wallace addressed the question that Jim Curtis had on #11.  Do we cover electric fence or not? Wallace reported that NRCS suggests use of permanent electric fence, and use the rules that NRCS uses to authorize permanent electric fence. Wallace reports that to all contracts an office use only area has been added.  Cass questions if electric pumps can be included in the cost share, Wallace says yes anything up to $5000 total. Simpson moved to approve #11 as written noting that italics are taken out of #11.  Foose seconded, motion passed. Cass asks if contracts with grounds coming out in 2009 if nothing has been done with the ground eligible for this program.  Wallace suggests making retroactive needing a separate motion. Simpson moves to approve, Foose seconds, motion passed.
2. Tree Sale Update, Joyce Wallace reported that tree sales are 103 orders dollar amount at this time is $132754.  The District will continue to take tree orders until March 15, 2010
3. Next Media Bankruptcy, Joyce Wallace reported that there was a company trying to buy Next Media’s not and offer the District a percentage of what was owed.  Wallace spoke with Don Hoff, Hoff said not to take the offer.  There was a suggestion made by Simpson to make a new motion to cancel what was decided at last meeting. Wallace reports that Next Media has added us as a creditor they want to pay. Simpson moved to follow Hoff’s advice, Foose seconded, motion passed.
4. Stripping parking lot, Wallace reported that the restriping will be done when the weather warms and the lot is dry.

5. USDA, NRCS, CSCB, WGCD, working agreement, Foose moved to sign the agreement, Simpson seconded, motion passed.
6. F250 update, no information at this time.
7. Flatbed on consignment at MaxAir, Wallace reported that the trailer is still at MaxAir, Wallace suggests putting trailer on a consignment auction. Cass suggests running an ad Wallace says that if an ad is run, we have to take bids. Simpson made a motion to bring trailer to the shop and advertise, Foose seconded, motion passed. Simpson moved to ask $6000 and take no less than $5500 for trailer Foose seconded, motion passed/

8. New building, Cass reported that he and Leone had looked at a building site with Bruce Johnson. The site was at 71st Ave and 4th Street, the building is on four pads with two vacant lots next to it with plans to build a two story building. One building is 6800 square feet, and half of the other totaling 10000 square feet. .Johnson will do a market analysis on current building.  Forest Service is the lead leasing agent and they want to move to the Eaton area. Wallace will talk with Forest Service, will table until next meeting
NEW BUSINESS
1. NISP Rally, Wallace reported that the rally will be Anderson’s this year in April. Wallace will follow up on time and place and put in the Friday update.

2. Tree Sale delivery and pickup information, Wallace reported that pick up will be April 15 & 16 and Briggsdale High School students will help with unloading when trees arrive.

3. Future CD maturing, Simpson suggesting looking at current rates before next meeting. Wallace will follow up on rates at different institutions.
4. Cancellation of elections, Wallace reported that cancellation of election had been done. Next elections will be in 2012.

5. Sponsorship for Project Wet Training, Wallace reports that this agreement with CCWCD for water education for teacher training, for 30 teachers in our District. They are asking for $2500 sponsorship, if CSCB will sponsor $1000 the District will sponsor $1500, if CSCB does not sponsor the District will sponsor entire amount. Simpson moved to sponsor $2500 if CSCB does not sponsor $1000, Foose seconded, motion passed.

6. Ag in the Classroom Sponsorship, Foose moved to sponsor four teachers at $250 each, Simpson seconded, motion passed.

7. Pheasants Forever Sponsorship, Simpson moved to sponsor $750, Foose seconded, motion passed.
8. Sponsorship for Weld Greeley Water Tour, Simpson moved to sponsor the Ag Water tour $1500, Foose seconded, motion passed.
9. Proposed Merit Raise Increase for 2010 to 2013 evaluations.
10. Short Grass Prairie Project input, Darlene Jensen will be doing short grass prairie input in this area, Wallace suggested Pawnee Grassland. Information only at this time.
11. NRCS Small Acreage Workshop Report, Wallace reported that NRCS has started a new program with CACD giving them $8000 to fund small acreage workshops, WGCD is reporting for $1000 of the monies.
12. USPWS, Wallace reminds board of USPWS meeting March 24, in Berthoud, CO. 
13. Direct assistance, Wallace gave Supervisors a copy of Direct Assistance application turned in to the State this year.
14. Petition into the District, Greg Halloway petitioned into District.
