*OLD BUSINESS

1. Frank State Water Park – Wallace and Lowery reported the event was partnered with Weld County Weed for the tour to learn to identify native and noxious weeds.  Megan Lowery attended and recorded the walk.  She also edited the recordings and set up a YOUTUBE sight.  The workshops are broken down in ten minute segments.
2. Confluence Institute Update,  Wallace reported the partnerhips with Central was a great success and shared various letters and thank you’s from those who attended.  There were twenty – five teachers in attendance.  Due to the inclement in weather a few planned events were cancelled along the Poudre River Trail and some things planned for the Riparian Trailer.
3. Camp Rocky, Wallace reported Pam Wright attended the camp for the entire week and how rewarding and successful the Camp was.  Jordan Perkins was the ‘camper’ sponsored by the District.  Wallace drove up for part of the day on Thursday, July 8, 2010.  The camp is held at the Rocky Mountain Mennonite Camp.  They devised plans for management and building projects.
4. Managing Grass Profitability Workshop, Wray – Lowery reported the workshop had interesting information and expressed an interest for hosting a similar event thru the WGCD.  
5. Invasive Plant Tour – Lowery reported attending the workshop on Russian Knapweed and Canada Thistle and managing weed control.
