February
Fall and winter are great times to prune your trees and shrubs because they are in a dormant
state. Although if you have roses, spring is the opportune time for pruning as this plant needs
to be protected during the fall and winter. When pruning limbs, make the cut close to the

When removing broken or damaged branches, leave as many undamaged branches as
possible so that the tree will continue to grow and reform. Dead branches can be pruned at
any time during the year. Branches showing disease or minor insect infestation should be
eliminated as soon as possible. Be sure to use clean, sterile tools as failure to clean tools may
spread the disease.
When pruning windbreak trees, be very conservative. Only prune broken or damaged
branches. An effective windbreak must have foliage as close to the ground as possible,
pruning lowgrowing branches will defeat the purpose of the windbreak.
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March

March and April are an important time to get a hand on your weeds. Weeds are best
managed when they are still young and vulnerable thus early detection of weeds is important
for control. Now is the time that many annuals, such as cheatgrass, kochia, and several types
of mustard, are starting to green up. Proper identification of weeds is difficult during early
growth so the following will help you identify these early weeds. The following control
methods were provided by the Weld County Weed Division, if you have further questions
regarding these or other weed control methods, you can contact Weld County Weed Division
at 970-304-6496 ext.

The following include photos for identification and control methods for common early
weeds in Weld County:

CheatgrassBromus tectorurjt Cheatgrass is a winter annual and is often the first
grass to green up in the spring.
Control: Mechanical: Hand pulling, tillage, or grazing are effective prior to the formation of a
seed head (June). Chemical: While fall is the most effective time to control cheatgrass, control
can also be accomplished in the spring. The Larimer County Weed District recommends low
rates of glyphosate (Roundup and others) applied in winter or early spring when other
perennial grasses are still dormant resulting in little or no injury to desired grasses. The Weld
County Weed Division also recommends Matrix (3 oz/acre in fall and 2 oz/acre in spring) for
grass reestablishment areas, but not for grazing situations. Panoramic 2SL, the generic
formulation of Plateau, is another option for controlling cheatgrass. Chemical control is

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Kochia Kochia scoparja Kochia is an annual, common in agricultural fields,
rangelands, and along roadsides. Kochia is one of the many species in the area that break off
and become tumbleweeds in the fall.
Control: Mechanical: Again, young kochia plants can be hand pulled, grazed, or tilled.
Chemical: It is important to note that 2[4 alone wilNOTcontrol kochia as it has become
resistant to it. Any of the 2;® and Dicamba mixes such as Weedmaster, Outlaw, Rangestar,
and others are effective. Rourup is another option. Edict 2SC is another option (3.5 oz/acre)
and 2,4D can be added to the mix for residual control. Be sure to add a surfactant to facilitate
the chemical penetrating into the leaves. To be most effective, treat the plant when it is
smaller and younger.

Young kochia Mature kochia

Mustards: Flowers in the mustard family are four petaled and often have a pungent
smell. These annuals (tumble mustard is a biennial) are fairly easy to control when they are
young.

Control: Mechanical: Again, hand pulling is effective. ChemicaD atl Dicamba mixes
such as Outlaw, Rangestar, Weedmaster, and others and Rquace all effective.
